In 2004, World Vision ordered 500 of our Super Bucket Kits for Haiti.  This 
Drip Kit irrigates 10 Rows 10 meters long.  In 2007, World Vision sent an-
other 800 Super Bucket Kits to Haiti.  The water supply for the Super 
Bucket Kits is furnished from a 32 gallon plastic garbage can mounted one 
meter above the soil.

The Cabazas School in  Bolivia is open to 
students of all religions and faiths.  The 
school provides training in a variety of skills 
ranging from reading, writing, and arith-
metic to carpentry and agriculture.  
 
In August 2007, a team from Engineers 
without Borders, a non-profit humanitarian 
organization, traveled to the school to con-
duct reconnaissance and take measure-
ments.  The irrigation technology that was 
viewed by the team as most appropriate for 
the areas is Chapin Living Waters drip  
Bucket Kit.   

 
During the reconnaissance trip, one large Super Bucket and two regular Bucket systems 
were installed at a strawberry garden on the school grounds.  This technology was readily 
understood and its advantages were recognized by the school administrators and person-
nel.  Jon Fripp and his team have tentative plans to provide sufficient Bucket Kit materi-
als so that the school can not only conduct classes in the use of this technology but pro-
vide each student with a Bucket Kit to implement at their home.
